CTL/Thompson, Inc. performed a Geotechnical Investigation (Job No. GS-3918,
dated July 2, 2003) and a Phase 1 Environmental Site Assessment (Job No. GS-3919,
dated July 2,2003) for the proposed commercial/residential building at Hunter Street,.,
and Hyman Avenue in Aspen, Colorado (site). Based on conversations.:witff·tlle/
owner and our experience at nearby sites in Aspen, we believe the f(lr~6iI~'.o·n·thisi" ~ -,,', -'
site were likely derived through local mining operations. We believe the"'~xistirig fill
soil on this site will be excavated if the currently planned structure is built We
anticipate the excavated soils will need to be hauled off-site for disposal.

Elevated metals concentrations in fill or native soils may be considered an
environmental concern, due to potential exposures that may occur through direct
contact, ingestion or inhalation. In addition to concerns for potential exposure, soils
containing elevated levels of metals may require special handling during
construction and for off-site disposal.

On December 15, 2003 we directed the drilling of two exploratory borings at
the approximate locations shown on Figure 1. Graphic logs of the soils encountered
in our exploratory borings are shown on Figures 2 and 3. Two samples of the fill
were obtained from our exploratory borings for laboratory testing to evaluate the
concentration of metals in the fill.
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
